Hamilton Anderson Associates provided site selection, development assistance and
architectural design services to Northstar CDC on the new University Groves Home
infill affordable housing development located in Detroit, Michigan. These single
family homes were built on 30’ lots clustered throughout an existing neighborhood.
A three and four bedroom home was developed for two typical lot sizes. 42 homes
were ultimately designed, documented and built/ ready for occupancy in less than a
year's time. These homes made use of LISC Funding, MSHDA Low Income Housing
Tax Credits and City of Detroit Homes Funds.

Situated in the Detroit River, less than a mile from downtown, historic Belle Isle
offers Detroiters a retreat from their urban surroundings, providing a magnificent
natural setting that has grown o become a special part of the city. Hamilton
Anderson Associates was commissioned by the Detroit Recreation Department to
identify immediate needs and develop a long-term restoration program for Belle
Isle. The designed program recognized the island park’s role as a unique natural
environment, historic conservator, learning center and city gathering place. The
plan recommended strengthening the island’s assets and amenities, enhancing the
range and quality of its public experiences, exploring appropriate revenue
generating opportunities, creating more efficient management and operations
practices and establishing a consensus for the future direction of the island.

Positioned in the heart of MidTown, adjacent to some of Detroit’s most popular
cultural attractions, Wayne State University’s (WSU) Welcome Center Complex is
the gateway that links Michigan’s only urban research university to the surrounding
neighborhoods.

This new, green, four-story, glass building, which represented a collaborative design
effort between Hamilton Anderson and Rossetti Architects, offered students a
70,000 sq. ft. central meeting space (the Welcome Center), a 722-car parking
garage, a 28,000 sq. ft., two-story University Bookstore and a Welcome Court.

The University set a goal to embrace the urban community and chose the Welcome
Center project as a catalyst for this vision. The Welcome Center project is the new
front door that presents Wayne State University to millions of tourists and potential
students each year.

Located in the greater Louis Armstrong Park, this project was developed with the city
of New Orleans to highlight the site’s rich, historic heritage and culture. The
interpretive plaza celebrates six key contributors, linking them together through
design elements and the creation of a vibrant public space. The project is located in
Louis Armstrong Park, a 29.23-acre regional park, housing vital cultural resources
such as the Municipal Auditorium, Mahalia Jackson Theater for the Performing Arts,
the National Jazz Historical Park, and Congo Square. The park provides an
interpretive “journey” through New Orleans’ history and culture, while creating
educational and cultural opportunities for families. Hamilton Anderson Associates
provided professional design services to lead the Project from design concept to
implementation within a fast track 15 month time period.

WAYNE STATE UNIVERSITY

RESEARCH ANDTECHNOLOGY PARK
TECH ONEBUILDING & TENANT FITOUTS

Establishing a new high-tech business locale within the heart of Detroit, this
project was developed in association with Hannah & Associates, Inc., and in
collaboration with Wayne State University. Renovation of the existing building
at 440 Burroughs, marked Detroit’s first TechTown installation - TechOne. The
existing structure is a cast-in-place five-story light industrial building. Previously
utilized by General Motors as a design and testing facility, the building’s
overall area is comprised of approximately 142,000 GSF, with each floor plate
containing roughly 28,400 GSF.

The project’s intent was to provide incubator labs and support spaces for high-
tech start-up companies in the medical and biotechnology sciences. This first
phase of work involved the renovation of the building's core and shell.
Subsequent architectural services for tenant build-out services included:
tenant/owner communication coordination, space planning, tenant
specification standards, coordination of construction work, scheduling,
permitting, budgeting, and subconsultant quality coordination.

Acting as an established preferred vendor for Wayne State University, Hamilton
Anderson performs numerous retail tenant and office build-out spaces
throughout various properties located throughout the campus.  Phases of work
involve architectural and interior design services to spaces as they became
available and tenants were identified. Clients include Henry Ford Health
Systems, TechOne, Asterand Research, WSU Matthaei Academic Resource
Center, WSU University Pharmacy and the WSU Pizza Hut.

THE DOWCHEMICAL COMPANY
FOUNDER'S GARDEN
Midland, Michigan

The 47 building site is the historic grounds of one of Herbert Dow’s original
laboratories and office, and the long time location of The Dow Chemical Company’s
World Headquarters. The location of the site relative to downtown Midland, the
Tittabawasee River, Dow Chemical’s Michigan operations, and the new minor
league baseball stadium, provides the opportunity to enhance the existing network of
open spaces, while highlighting the distinct contributions made to the community and
the world of chemical engineering.

The design develops the site as a passive, commemorative space that makes a
statement about the Company’s heritage and legacy. Native granite boulders
gradually emerge from the earth to form five walls leading to the bluff above the
river. They symbolize the bond between chemistry and humanity. A pathway along
the top of the bluff reveals five walls one at a time. Secondary paths frame diamond-
shaped spaces to create an ‘ldea Garden’ where exhibits, events and displays can
take place. Rows of fruit trees reflect Dow’s personal passion for orchards and
horticulture, and plantings of pines recall the heritage of Midland and times when
Dow would “walk through the pines” to solve problems and contemplate ideas.

Located in the historic Brush Park district, Crystal Lofts is just minutes away from
Wayne State University’s main campus, the Fox Theater, Comerica Park, and other
downtown Detroit attractions. The building, once known as Crystal Ballroom was
vacated and badly deteriorated. It was to be renovated to its earlier appeal and
charm. With the exterior fagade restored to its original character, the interior has
been updated with modern highlights and amenities. Tapped as a mixed use
construction, the building’s first floor will house commercial office space and a
parking garage, while upper levels serve as new living loft space. The second floor
lofts include 25 foot, two level loft style units and a new penthouse level is being
added incorporating floor to ceiling windows and private terraces. To highlight the
scenic view of downtown the building features a residential roof top terrace.

Wahby Park, located on Jefferson Avenue in St. Clair Shores, is the focal point of
the Nautical Mile District, the epicenter of the boating community on Lake St. Clair,
drawing boaters, and non-boaters alike to its many restaurants, specialty shops,
yacht dealerships and summertime special events. The park has earned support as
a venue for special events and as a public space on the Mile. Wahby Park
symbolizes the community’s waterfront heritage and adds dramatic green relief in
the heart of the strip. It's four-acre pond, amphitheater, passive walks, interpretive
sculptures, gardens and fountains create a visual extension of Lake St. Clair,
bringing water to the street scene where none existed before. Residents of the
adjacent senior housing tower enjoy views into the park and daily walks along the
pathways. The park design completes St. Clair Shores’ Nautical Mile improvement
effort by dovetailing with a $1.2 million streetscape project, also designed by
Hamilton Anderson Associates, and a $5 million road reconstruction and water
main replacement project.

Hamilton Anderson Associates (HAA) supported by the HFUT Architectural Institute in
Hefei, China provided urban planning services for Lu’an City’s Pi River Waterfront
Urban Design Plan; an area totaling 32 square kilometers in northeast China. The
Lu’an City municipal government views this project as “the most important project of
urban construction in the next three years” and intends to connect the city with the
river and create a comprehensive urban development policy to ensure long lasting
vitality to the city. The team created a master plan that enhances the City’s image and
increases spatial quality while honoring a long history of urban civilization that has
existed in Lu’an since the Han Dynasty. An environmentally sensitive approach
combines compelling public and recreational spaces along the river's edge with
habitat enhancement strategies integrated into a new city center, diverse
neighborhoods and the iconic Moon Island in the center of the new city. Program
development focuses on methods that spur economic development, expand
recreational activities, promote sustainable development and provide cultural
relevance to a world class city in and on the water.
